Chatbot for Faculty Communication

accessible to all users of the free version of ChatGPT, though usage limits apply within a
given timeframe. The chatbot includes guidance on how to use each template, the
policies that inform them, when to copy or blind copy others, and how to locate the
names and email addresses of student navigators. As with our expectations for students
to not rely on generative AI to do their thinking, this tool should serve as a starting point—
messages should be personalized for each student. A big thank you to Philip and his
team for yet one more instance of providing exceptional support for faculty and making
our lives just a bit easier.
